4.1 Conclusion 

Based on the results of the internship conducted at the Ministry of Marine Affairs 

and Fisheries for four whole months and the discussion in this report, it can be 

concluded that the author conducted various tasks, including translating press 

release texts from Indonesian to English, managing social media content, and 

serving information requests at the Information Documentation and Management 

Officer (PPID) section. The author used several translation techniques during the 

internship, such as literal translation, borrowing, and conventional equivalence. The 

literal technique dominated the translation of press release text, followed by 

borrowing and conventional equivalence. The writer also faced several obstacles in 

the assignment, such as difficulties in meeting an official translator for consultation, 

differences in translation procedures with those taught in the course, and difficulties 

in finding the right word equivalents. However, the author overcame these obstacles 

by discussing with fellow interns and supervisors, searching for information 

through Google or online dictionaries, and adjusting to the translation procedures 

the Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Fisheries applied. 

4.2 Feedback 

The advice for the author is to continue improving translation skills and adapting 

to various translation styles and contexts. For the Ministry of Marine Affairs and 

Fisheries, it is suggested that more consultation with official translators be provided 

and more precise guidance on the translation standards used. For the university, it 

is recommended that more translation exercises be added with official contexts and 

that learning related to translating journalistic texts be strengthened so that students 

are better prepared to face challenges in the world of work.

JAKARTA, (13/3) - Kapal Pengawas 
Kementerian Kelautan dan Perikanan

Plt. Direktur Jenderal Pengawasan

(PSDKP), Dr. Pung Nugroho Saksono, 
A.Pi., M.M menjelaskan bahwa proses 
evakuasi tersebut dilakukan oleh Kapal 
Pengawas (KP) Orca 05 yang 
selesai  melakukan operasi pengawasan 
di Perairan WPP 718 Laut Aru. 
Sebelumnya, Nakhoda KP. Orca 05 
menerima informai melalui radio VHF 
bahwa terdapat kapal pengangkut 
barang dengan nama KM. LSJ 501 
bertonase 546 GT, yang sedang 
mengalami kerusakan mesin induk dan 
membutuhkan pertolongan. 

Acting Director General of 
Surveillance for Marine and Fisheries 
Resources (PSDKP), Dr. Pung 
Nugroho Saksono, A.Pi., 
M.M, explained that the evacuation 
process was carried out by Patrol 
Vessel (KP) Orca 05 after 
surveillance operations in the Sea of 
Aru WPP 718. Earlier, the skipper of 
KP. Orca 05 received information via 
VHF radio that there was a cargo ship 
under the name KM. LSJ 501 with a 
tonnage of 546 GT, which was 
experiencing damage to the main 
engine and needed help.

Ipunk also emphasized that although 
the main task of the KKP Patrol 
Vessel is to conduct supervision in 
the field of marine and fisheries 
resources. However, it also remains 
alert to provide SAR to anyone who 
needs help at sea. 

“Pertolongan yang kita lakukan ini 
merupakan bentuk kesigapan aparat kita 
di laut dalam membantu siapapun yang 
memerlukan bantuan. Sama halnya 
dalam pelaksanaan pengawasan, 
ketegasan pengawasan dilakukan 
dengan cara dan pendekatan yang juga 
humanis," ujarnya. 

"The help we do is a form of alertness 
of our apparatus at sea in helping 
anyone who needs help. Likewise, in 
the implementation of supervision, 
the assertiveness of supervision is 
carried out in a way and approach that 
is also humane," he said. 

Sementara itu, Nahkoda KP Orca 05 
Sutisna Wijaya, 
membeberkan  kronologisnya SAR 
yang dilakukannya tersebut.

Orca 05 
immediately moved to the location 
after getting information on the 
position of KM. LSJ 501. 

"Menurut keterangan dari Nakhoda, 
KM. LSJ 501 mengalami kerusakan 
mesin induk pada Sabtu (9/3) dan sudah 
berlabuh jangkar lebih dari 24 jam," ujar 
Sutisna. 

"According to information from the 
Captain, KM. LSJ 501 suffered a 
main engine failure on Saturday (9/3) 
and had been at anchor for more than 
24 hours," Sutisna said.

LSJ 501 broke 
when it was pulled from the anchor 
position. Thus, the ship owned by PT 
CBAN, which carried 18 crew 
members, was tossed around at sea.

"We evacuated by going to the 
nearest island that is safer and has a 
cellular network, Aduar Island," he 
concluded.

(MAFPC), Budi Sulistiyo, during the 
Indonesia Marine and Fisheries 
Business Forum (IMFBF) 2024. 

Budi pun memaparkan RCA udang 
olahan misalnya, memiliki skor 1,01 di 
pasar Tiongkok dan 3,49 untuk pasar 
Jepang.

This 
is because the implementation of 
administrative sanctions prioritizes the 
repair of damage by business actors.

"The implementation of administrative 
sanctions in the marine and fisheries 
sector has been able to bring restorative 
justice because the damage caused by 
violations can be repaired through the 
imposed administrative sanctions," Act 
Official of Director General of Marine 
and Fisheries Resources Monitoring 
(PSDKP, Pung Nugroho Saksono 
(Ipunk) in an official release from the 
MMAF in Jakarta, Saturday 
(24/2/2024). 

Ipunk menjabarkan prinsip ultimum 
remedium melalui penerapan sanksi 
administratif mampu wujudkan 
keadilan restoratif (restorative justice) 
di sektor kelautan dan perikanan.

Ipunk explained that the ultimum 
remedium principle, through 
administrative sanctions, can realize 
restorative justice in the marine and 
fisheries sector. In the ultimum 
remedium principle, criminal sanctions 
are only applied as a final effort if 
administrative and civil sanctions 
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memenuhi keadilan pada penyelesaian 
kasus di sektor kelautan dan perikanan. 

cannot fulfill justice in settling cases in 
the marine and fisheries sectors. 

Sependapat dengan pernyataan Ipunk, 
Sekretaris Direktorat Jenderal PSDKP, 
Suharta juga menekankan perihal 
penerapan pidana yang menyulitkan 
aparat penegak hukum dalam menjerat 
korporasi.

Like Ipunk's statement, the Secretary of 
the Directorate General of PSDKP, 
Suharta, also mentioned implementing 
criminal law, making it difficult for law 
enforcement officers to ensnare 
corporations. Meanwhile, in 
implementing administrative sanctions, 
the party imposed is the business 
actors.

Also, the imposition of 
administrative sanctions in the form of 
penalties directly imposed on business 
actors is expected to bring more justice 
and deterrent effect," said Suharta. 

Suharta menyebutkan bahwa pihak yang 
berwenang memberikan sanksi 
administratif tersebut antara lain 
Menteri, Gubernur, dan 
Bupati/Walikota. Dalam 
implementasinya, Menteri dapat 
mendelegasikan kewenangannya 
kepada Direktur Jenderal.

Suharta mentioned that the parties 
authorized to impose administrative 
sanctions include the Minister, 
Governor, and Regent/Mayor. In its 
implementation, the Minister can 
delegate authority to the Director 
General. Meanwhile, the Provincial 
and Regency / City Governments can 
delegate their authority to the Head of 
the Provincial Office and the Head of 
the Regency / City Office. 

Untuk diketahui, berdasarkan data KKP, 
sepanjang tahun 2023, sebanyak 1.177 
kasus di bidang kelautan dan perikanan 
telah dikenakan sanksi administratif dan 
56 kasus dikenakan sanksi pidana. 

According to MMAF data, during 
2023, 1,177 cases in the marine and 
fisheries sector were imposed 
administrative sanctions, and 56 cases 
were imposed criminal sanctions.

The types of violations that are 
imposed with administrative sanctions 
include not fulfilling business licenses, 
loading and unloading that is not by the 
port, violation of the Fishing Area 
(DPI), Violation of the Fishing Vessel 
Monitoring System (SPKP), not having 
a business valid/expired license, and 
violation of the import allocation of 
fishery commodities.

"There were 200 cadets, lecturers, and 
employees who went directly to help 
communities affected by floods and 
landslides", said the Director of KP 
Pariaman Polytechnic, Adnal Yeka. 

Lebih lanjut Adnal menyampaikan 
bahwa seluruh Sivitas Akademika 
Politeknik KP Pariaman langsung 
bergerak membantu membersihkan 
SMA Negeri 2 Sungai Limau, Padang 
Pariaman; membenahi irigasi perairan 
di Pondok Pesantren Dinul Ma'aruf 
Sungai Janiah; membersihkan beberapa 
rumah warga yang terkena dampak 
longsor; hingga membersihkan akses 
jalan yang tertutup akibat longsor yang 
berlokasi di Desa Sikucur. 

Furthermore, Adnal said that the entire 
KP Pariaman Polytechnic Academic 
Community immediately moved to 
help clean up SMA Negeri 2 Sungai 
Limau, Padang Pariaman; repair 
irrigation waters at the Dinul Ma'aruf 
Sungai Janiah Islamic Boarding 
School; clean up several houses 
affected by landslides; to clean up road 
access that was blocked due to 
landslides located in Sikucur Village. 
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"Kami bergotong royong melakukan 
pemulihan sarana dan prasarana 
masyarakat yang terdampak", tambah 
Adnal. 

"We work together to restore the 
facilities and infrastructure of the 
communities affected," added Adnal. 

Sementara itu, Kepala BPPSDM KP, I 
Nyoman Radiarta, menerangkan bahwa 
Politeknik KP Pariaman, sebagai Unit 
Pelaksana Teknis BPPSDM, ditugaskan 
untuk  terlibat langsung membantu 
masyarakat Sumatra Barat yang 
terdampak banjir dan tanah longsor. Ia 
juga meminta agar upaya koordinasi 
dengan Pemerintah Daerah terus 
dilakukan untuk mendukung proses 
pemulihan bencana.

He 
also urged that coordination efforts 
with the Regional Government 
continue to be carried out to support the 
disaster recovery process.

delapan unit jembatan terputus. 
Sementara itu, sekitar 46.000 warga 
diharuskan mengungsi akibat kejadian 
banjir dan longsor. 

Based on reports from The Disaster 
Management Capacity of the National 
Agency for Disaster Management 
(BPBD) team in South Coastal Pesisir, 
West Sumatra, the floods and 
landslides have caused 14 houses in 
Koto XI Terusan Subdistrict to be 
buried by landslides, 20,004 homes to 
be flooded, and eight bridges to be 
collapsed. Meanwhile, around 46,000 
residents were evacuated due to the 
floods and landslides.

JAKARTA, (15/3) - Kementerian 
Kelautan dan Perikanan mulai 
mengumumkan lokasi-lokasi yang akan 
dilakukan pembersihan hasil 
sedimentasi di laut.

Then, a 
historical statement of experience in 
carrying out the business of cleaning up 
the Sedimentation results in the sea and 
its utilization responsibly, an 
application document for approval of 
the Conformity of Marine Space 
Utilization Activities (KKPRL), and a 
statement that there is no history of 
violation of Business Licensing in the 
marine and fisheries sector.
