4.1 Conclusion 

  Based on the Internship Program carried out over a four-month period, from 

September 4 to December 6, 2025, at Netralnews, it can be concluded that this 

internship provided valuable practical experience in the process of re-writing English-

language news articles based on Indonesian journalistic texts. 

  Throughout the internship, the writer actively participated in re-writing 

news articles across various sections, including national, international, economic, 

lifestyle, technology, and sports news. These activities required not only a thorough 

understanding of the source texts but also the ability to restructure information using 

internationally accepted journalistic styles and conventions. 

  In the re-writing process, the writer applied communicative translation 

theory proposed by Newmark (1988) as well as translation techniques introduced by 

Molina and Albir (2002), such as adaptation, modulation, transposition, amplification, 

and reduction. These approaches enabled the writer to produce news texts that were 

accurate, concise, and natural in English, in accordance with international journalistic 

standards. In addition, the writer maintained a balance between domestication to 

enhance readability and foreignization to preserve Indonesian cultural elements in 

specific news contexts. 

  Despite several challenges encountered during the internship, including 

difficulties in adapting to English journalistic writing styles, limited direct feedback 

from editors, and the diversity of topics and specialized terminology, the writer was 

able to overcome these obstacles through self-evaluation, comparison with 

international media sources, and the use of reliable linguistic and journalistic 

references. 

  Overall, the Internship Program at Netralnews significantly contributed to 

the writer’s professional development, particularly in producing English-language 
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news articles that adhere to global journalistic standards. This experience expanded 

the writer’s understanding of digital newsroom practices, improved writing accuracy 

and discipline, and strengthened responsibility toward publication deadlines. 

4.2 Recommendation 

  Based on the implementation of the Internship Program, the writer offers 

the following recommendations: 

4.2.1 Recommendations for the BISPRO Study Program 

 It is recommended that the English for Business and Professional 

Communication Study Program (BISPRO) continue to strengthen 

collaboration with digital media companies such as Netralnews. In addition, 

workshops or training sessions on English news writing and editing should 

be further developed to better prepare students before undertaking 

internships in digital journalism. Early socialization of internship 

procedures is also suggested to allow students to prepare more effectively. 

4.2.2 Recommendations for Students and Journalistic Writers 

 Students and aspiring journalistic writers who are interested in 

international journalism are encouraged to regularly read news from various 

global media outlets in order to become familiar with professional and 

effective writing styles. Attention should also be given to cultural context, 

factual accuracy, and sentence structure to ensure that re-written articles are 

not only engaging but also credible and easily understood by international 

audiences. 
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
